Carrots - five (leaves trimmed)
Beetroot - three (leaves trimmed)
Cucumber - one (any variety)
Onions - three (not skinned, tops tied) B A h A
Shallots - seven (separate, not skinned, @:?;;. 7> : .
Spring Onions - three

Radish - five (leaves trimmed)

Garlic - three bulbs

Chilli Peppers - three (same type)

Lettuce - two (same type)

Tomatoes - three single (calyx still attached)

Tomatoes Cherry Type - five single- 3cm max (calyx still attached)
Courgettes - three (10-15 cm)

Mixed Herbs - a tied bunch of five varieties, non-flowering (please label)
Rhubarb - three sticks as pulled (leaves reduced to 2 inches)
Novelty - one odd shaped fruit or vegetable

Gooseberries - seven (with stalks on)

Redcurrants or Whitecurrants - seven strings

Raspberries - seven (with stalks on)

Blueberries - seven (with stalks on)

Any other soft fruit not included above - three
